Objective (s):
1) Students will learn to apply scientific processes, communicate scientific ideas effectively, and understand the nature of science.     
2) Students will learn to communicate effectively using scientific reasoning       
a. Developing social interaction skills with peers. 
b. Sharing ideas with peers. 
c. Connecting ideas with reasons (evidence). 
d. Using multiple methods of communicating reasons/evidence (verbal, charts, graphs).


Materials:
· Computer
· 4 different shaped noodles teacher will provide
· Pencil
· Colored pencils or crayons
· Worksheets teacher will provide
· Liquid Glue


Background for Teachers:

Instructions for Substitute teacher: 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Read the class the book “The Very Hungary Caterpillar” by Eric Carle. Then pass out the work sheet provided, one per person. Allow students to form into groups of four, assigning each to research one of the four cycles which are written on the worksheet. After writing a summary of the cycle in the corresponding section of the worksheet, have the group discuss each cycle allowing each student to write a summary of the rest of the cycles. The last thing that needs to be done is to pass-out 4 types of noodles, one of each noodle should be given to each student. Have the students glue each noodle to the corresponding cycle and turn in the assignment. Then the students will be required to take home a group assessment worksheet explaining if each member of the group did their part and if not, explain what it was that the student was not doing or had difficulties with.


Intended Learning Outcomes: (same as objectives)
· Develop social interaction skills with peers by working in groups 
· Sharing ideas with peers when researching the main cycles of caterpillar transformation into a butterfly
· Connecting ideas with reasons (evidence) by brainstorming what they know and then researching facts relating it to what they knew before.
· Using multiple methods of communicating reasons/evidence (verbal, charts, graphs) will be done by recording what they researched in each section of the handout they will be given which will also include a visual example of each cycle of the butterfly. 

Instructional Procedures: 
1. After reading “The Very Hungary Caterpillar” by Eric Carle, students will be divided into groups of 4.
2. Each member of the group will pick one of the 4 stages of the butterfly cycle. (One person per stage)
3. Once the different stages have been assigned, you will research that stage. You will learn what happens during that stage, how long it lasts, what the butterfly looks like at that point, and any other information that you feel is important to know. 
4. When you have gathered enough information you will share it with your group.
5. I will hand out 4 different shaped noodles that will show what the butterfly may look like during each stage.
6. Together as a group you will need to put what you learned onto the paper I will give you. Be sure to illustrate the stages in order, and figure out which noodle goes with which stage, and make sure to include it on the paper. (Be sure to add color)



Family Connections: (take home activity) 
If there is not enough time during class, the worksheet can be taken home with the noodles and the take home activity will be to glue the noodles in the correct place on the worksheet and illustrate. Otherwise, the students will be required to take home a group assessment worksheet explaining if each member of the group did their part and if not, explain what it was that the student was not doing or had difficulties with.
